CYGNET COLOUR RUSH CHUNKY
2 IN 1 SHELLS AND V STITCH SCARF

Materials-

6 mm crochet hook

1 x 100g ball of Cygnet Colour Rush Chunky for each design. April Showers 310 or Cut Grass 309
Pattern Notes —

UK terminology used

ch 3 — counts as the 1st treble crochet
ch 4- counts as the 1st treble crochet and chain 1
sh — 5 treble crochet worked into the same stitch or space

vst — treble crochet + chain 1 + treble crochet all worked into the same stitch or space




Abréviations —

tr - treble crochet rept - repeat sh — shell
ch(s) — chain(s) st — stitch vst — v stitch
sk — skip t - turn your work

sp - space nxt — next

Scarf -

Chain - 21

Row 1 — tr into 5th ch from hook, * sk 3 chs, sh, sk 3, vst, rept from * across

Row 2 —ch 3, t, 2 trinto ch 1 of vst, vst into 3rd tr of sh, sh into ch 1 of vst, vst into 3rd tr of sh, 3trintoch 1
sp of last vst

Row 3 —ch 4, t, tr into base of ch, sh into ch 1 of vst, vst into 3rd tr of sh, sh into ch 1 of vst, vst into the top
of turning ch 3

Repeat rows 2 and 3 until your desired length in reached.

Fasten off and weave in both ends.

Cowl -

Work as scarf, finish off leaving enough yarn to sew the 2 ends together.

Line up both edges and whip stitch together, weave in both ends.
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
